Each LVS is an interactive digital kiosk where students
will work in teams of three or four doing hands-on experiments and scientific investigations. The students will
take team photographs, collect digital data, and record videos of their hypotheses and conclusions. The program
concludes with a presentation displaying their team data and relating this data to current research being done in
the Gulf of Maine.

Student data is saved to a website created for each student, which he/she can access after the program with a
username and password provided by the teacher. Student websites will also be accessible to GMRI staff as well
as educators and students in the same team who have participated in the LabVenture! program. The websites are
username and password-protected and are not accessible to the general public. If you have questions about the
security of the website and our privacy policy, you may review the policy at
http://labventure.gmri.org/about/privacy.aspx .
